Recently a group of people from the association, 

led by Rev. Jim Harris went to Haiti to continue their 

work on the Children’s Home that was destroyed by the 

hurricane. The trip was a real blessing. They were able to 

work on the Home as well as see many come to know the 

Lord. 

The team is working very hard and making great 

progress and almost 80% of the orphanage has been 

rebuilt. Another trip is scheduled for sometime in 

January, 2011. The final dates have not been decided but 

we will keep you informed of their plans. 

It will take about $20,000 to complete the project.

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            Strategy Coordinator Association 
 

Rowan Southern Baptist Association (RSBA) is in the process of becoming a Strategy Coordinator 

Association (SC Association).  Basically, a SC Association assumes the responsibility and work of a 

career missionary among an unreached people group (UPG). A UPG is an affinity group people among 

whom there are no known Christians or evangelical churches. The International Mission Board (IMB) of 

the Southern Baptist Convention (SBC) neither has the personnel nor the resources to complete the work 

of reaching every UPG in the world. To fulfill the command to “teach all nations,” there is a great need 

for individual churches and/or associations to assume responsibility for reaching a UPG. 

 

One of the first steps in becoming a SC Association is to identify a UPG. After much prayer, RSBA is 

pursuing the possibility of working with Turks. The primary geographical location of Turks is the 

country of Turkey. However, there are an estimated 5 million Turks living in Germany. During the 

month of September a team from RSBA traveled to Turkey and Germany. The team was led by Larry 

Beck (RSBA Baptist Men International Missions Leader and member of Faith Baptist Church). Other 

team members included Tom Kimball, Charles Cauble, and Ken Miller (all members of Faith Baptist 

Church), and me (Brent Barker, RSBA Missionary). The purpose of the trip was to vision visit cities and 

towns within Turkey and Germany for the purpose of recommending future work to reach the UPG. 

 

During the month of October, the RSBA Mission Development Council will be meeting with the vision 

team to debrief and discuss future plans among Turks. Please be in prayer for those involved. Below are 

a few specific requests: 

 

1. Pray that the RSBA Mission Development Council will be led by the Holy Spirit to discern a clear 

direction for possible work among Turks. 

2. Pray for unity among RSBA missions leadership. 

3. Pray that the Lord of the harvest would call out laborers from RSBA churches for the harvest among 

Turks. 

4. Pray for IMB field side personnel who are working among Turks (DB, SH, TS, AC, TT and their 

families).
